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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN  

CIVIL SERVICE EMPLOYEES ASSOCIATION, INC. (CSEA, INC.), 
LOCAL 1000, AFSCME, AFL-CIO,  

NAPLES CSD SUPPORT STAFF UNIT #7853 
ONTARIO COUNTY LOCAL 835,  

 
The Naples Central School District (hereinafter referred to as the “District”) and the CSEA, Inc. 
(hereinafter referred to as the “CSEA”), (collectively referred to as the “Parties”) are parties to a 
collective bargaining 2019-2025 Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the “CBA”) and recognize: 
 

1. Article 25.1 of the CBA discusses the posting of job vacancies at least 15 days prior to the 
date the position is to be filled; 
 

2. The District needs to fill a new vacancy for “Groundskeeper/Auto Mechanic” immediately; 
and   

 
3. The Parties wish to resolve certain issues within each of the above referenced sections and 

in the best interest of the CSEA and the District. 
 
Therefore, the Parties agree as follows: 
 

1. The 15-day posting period in Article 25.1 will be waived for the current 
“Groundskeeper/Auto Mechanic” position only.   

2. The District shall be able to fill this vacancy immediately. 

3. The parties hereby acknowledge that they had the opportunity to be advised by counsel or 
a labor relations representative, and/or CSEA Unit Officer regarding this Agreement, that 
they have read this Agreement, that they fully understand its contents, and that they have 
executed the same and made the agreement provided for herein voluntarily and of their 
own free will. 

4. By their signature below, the parties acknowledge the above understanding is being made 
based on the particular circumstances involved and that this agreement shall not serve as 
a precedent in any future application or interpretation of the collectively bargained 
agreement between the parties, except as stated therein.
